We think we can accommodate
up to 50 people now, so if we can fill all the spots, we'll
make $1000 that can go toward beautification projects.

Unfortunately, due to the fact that we had several people
sign up that didn't show last time, we will now be
requiring people pay in advance to reserve their spot so
they aren't taking places away from people who might
have come but were told we were full.

We are waiting on a quote to come in to cut a doorway
between the sacristy and the men's bathroom at the Stuart
site so that the only entrance is not clear on the opposite
side of the Fellowship Hall. Likewise we're looking at
additional quotes for flooring options.

Looking forward into the future, we have the Family
Promise Bed Races coming up on October 14. We're
doing a Trunk-or-Treat & Chili Cook-Off in our parking
